Air Transport Association of America: (ATA) is the trade
association of U.S. and Canadian (as associate members)
scheduled air carriers.

Animals: in addition to the usual connotation, includes
reptiles, birds, poultry, and fish.

Applicable adult fare: the fare which would be applicable
to an adult (a person having reached their 12th birthday)
for the transportation to be used except those special fares
which may be applicable due to the adult's status (such as
youth fares, senior fares, etc.).

APPR: the Canadian Air Passenger Protection Regulations,
SOR/2019-150

Area no. 1 means all of the North and South American
continents and the islands adjacent thereto; Greenland,
Bermuda, the west Indies and the islands of the Caribbean
Sea, the Hawaiian Islands (including midway and Palmyra).

Area no. 2 means all of Europe (including that part of the
Russian Federation in Europe) and the islands adjacent
thereto; Iceland, the Azores, all of Africa and the islands
adjacent thereto; Ascension Island; that part of Asia lying
west of and including Iran, Islamic Republic of.

Ba%gage: equivalent to luggage, means such articles,
effects and other personal property of passengers as are
necessary for wear, use, comfort, or convenience in
connection with their trip. unless otherwise specified it
includes both checked and unchecked baggage.

Baggage check: those portions of the ticket which provide
for the carriage of passenger's checked baggage. a document
issued by carrier solely for identification of checked
baggage. the baggage tag portion of the document is
attached by TK (or an TK handling agent) to a particular
article of checked baggage and the claim tag portion is
given to the passenger.

Blackout dates: refer to certain days or periods when
travel at specified fares is not permitted.

Calendar week: a period of seven (7) days starting at 12:01
a.m. Sunday and ending at 12:00 p.m. of the following
Saturday.

Carriage: equivalent to transportation, means carriage of
passengers and/or baggage by air gratuitously or for hire.
carrier: 1includes the air carrier issuing the ticket and
all air carriers that carry the passenger and/or baggage
pursuant to the conditions on the ticket or perform or
undertake to perform any other service related to such air
carrier.

Checked baggage: equivalent to registered luggage, means
baggage for which TK takes sole custody and for which TK has
issued a baggage check and baggage claim tag.

Circle trip: any trip, the ultimate destination of which is
the point of origin, but which includes at Teast one stop at
another point, and which is not made via the same
routing/carrier in both directions.
examples of circle trips:
Example 1: Point 1 to point 2 on airline A
point 2 to point 1 on airline B
Example 2: Point 1 to point 2 to point 3 on
airline a
Example 3: Point 1 to point 2 on airline A (first class)

Commercial agreement: agreement to sell tickets on another carrier's
flight, or each other's flights (like a code-share, or a block space
agreement) .

Conjunction ticket: two or more tickets concurrently issued
to a passenger and which together constitute a single
contract of carriage.

Continental U.S.A.: the District of Columbia and all states
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of the U.S.A. other than Alaska and Hawaii.

Convention: either the Montreal convention or the warsaw

convention where applicable.

(a) Montreal convention means the convention for the
unification of certain rules for international carriage
by air signed at Montreal, May 28, 1999;

(b) warsaw convention: the convention for the unification
of certain rules relating to international carriage by
air, signed at warsaw, October 12, 1929 as amended by
the Hague protocol, 1955, and by protocol no. 4 of
Montreal, 1975, but not including the Montreal
convention.

Europe: that area comprised of
Albania/Algeria/Andorra/Austria/Azores/Belgium/Bulgaria/
Canary Islands/Czech
Republic/Denmark/Finland/France/Germany/Gibraltar/Greece/
Hungary/Iceland/Ireland/
Italy/Liechtenstein/Luxembourg/Madeira/Malta/Monaco/

Flight coupon: a portion of the passenger's ticket that
indicates particular places which the coupon is good for
carriage.

full adult fare: full adult fare means the coach or economy
fare applicable on the day of transportation.

gateway: the passenger's first point of arrival or last
point of departure.

Group: defined as the minimum number of passengers
specified in conjunction with the fares as provided for in
the applicable fare rules. Tless than the minimum number of
passengers may not travel at group fares, even upon payment
of the minimum number of fares, unless specifically
permitted in a given fare rule.

Group organizer: any person engaged in organizing groups
and/or responsible for the travel arrangements of the group
under the terms and conditions of the applicable rule 1in
this tariff, except that an air carrier shall not act as a
group organizer.

IATA: See International Air Transport Association.

Family: except as otherwise indicated, shall mean spouse,
children, sons-in-law, daughters-in-Tlaw,
grandchildren, brothers, brothers-in-law, sisters,
sisters-in-law, parents, fathers-in-Tlaw,
mothers-in-Taw and grandparents.

Inclusive tour: an officially published tour in which Tand
arrangements are offered at a flat rate. 1land arrangements
include hotels or other sleeping accommodations, airport

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transfers, and at least one other tour feature such as car
rentals, sightseeing, motor coach trips, or other tourist
services.

Interchange: a flight operated over the routes of two or
more carriers without change of equipment.

interlining: wutilizing the services of more than one
carrier 1in connection with a particular fare.

international air transport association: the world_trade
association of airlines which operates international
services.

International transportation: any transportation or other
services, furnished by any carrier, which are included
within the scope of the term international transportation as
used in the convention for the unification of certain rules
relating to international transportation by air, signed at
warsaw, October 12, 1929, or such convention as amended,
whichever may be applicable to the transportation hereunder,
and to which the said convention applies. For the purpose
of determining the applicability of the term international
transportation:
Agreed stopping place - all stops between the original
place of departure and the place of final destination
scheduled by any carrier by air which participates 1in
the transportation between such places, as shown in the
schedules or timetables of such carriers, shall
constitute agreed stopping places, but each
participating carrier reserves the right to alter the
agreed stopping places in the case of necessity without
thereby depriving the transportation of its
international character; and
single operation - transportation to be performed by
several successive carriers by air, arrangement for
which is made in advance, is regarded as a single
operation, and shall be deemed to be one undivided
transportation whether or not all such tickets or
documents are issued prior to the commencement of such
transportation, but these provisions shall not be
deemed to contain an exclusive definition of
transportation which is regarded by the parties as a
single operation.

Jet aircraft: the following aircraft (and all series
thereof) A330, A340, and Boeing 777.

Maximum outside Tinear dimension: the sum of the greatest
outside length, plus the greatest outside height.

Miscellaneous charges order: (MCO) a document issued by a
carrier or its agents Requesting issue of an appropriate
passenger ticket and baggage check, or provision of services
to the person named in such document.

The Netherlands: the area also known as Holland.

Normal fare: the full fare established for a regular or

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usual service, the application of which is not dependent
upon any Timited period of ticket validity or other special
circumstances. Unless otherwise specified, normal fares
include the following: one way, round trip, circle trip,
%nd open jaw trips, economy class and thrift class service
ares.

North America: that area comprised of the Caribbean areas,
Canada, Mexico, and the united States, excluding the Canal
Zone.

Open jaw trip: any trip which is essentially of a round
trip/circle trip nature, except that the outward point of
departure and the inward point of arrival/the outward point
of arrival and the inward point of departure are not the
same.

Open return ticket: a ticket in which the return portion
does not specify a date.

Period of operation: TK's period of operation includes all
flights scheduled to operate within a calendar year, i.e.

Passenger: any person, except crew members, carried or to
be carried in an aircraft with the consent of carrier.
passenger coupon: that portion of the ticket issued by TK
that provides for the carriage of the passenger.

Portion: the space between two (2) consecutive scheduled
stops on any given flight; also referred to as a leg.

Prepaid ticket advice: the notification between offices of
a carrier or between carriers that a person in one Tlocation
has purchased and requested issuance of prepaid
transportation to another person in another location.
proportional fare: see "add-on" fare.

resident: a person who is a bonafide resident of a country
and who, upon request of carrier, can display proof of
residence. This proof must consist of one of the following:
passport, visa, government issued tourist card, driver's
license or credit card which bears the person's permanent
residence address.

Reroute: to issue a new ticket covering transportation to
the same destination as, but via a different routing than,
that designated on the ticket, or portion thereof, than held
by the passenger, or to honor the ticket or portion thereof,
than held by the passenger for transportation to the same
destination as, but via different routing than that
designated thereon.

Roundtrip: any trip, the ultimate destination of which is
the point of origin, and which is made via the same routing
in both directions.

Stopover: a deliberate interruption of a journey by the
passenger, agreed to in advance by the carrier, at a point
between the place of departure and the place of destination.

(b) The flight that will provide for the passenger's
earliest arrival at intermediate or junction transfer

Ticket: the "passenger ticket and baggage check" including
all flight, passenger and other coupons therein, issued by
TK which provide for the carriage of passengers and their
baggage.

A minimum group size refers to the minimum number of
passengers required to form a group which will permit
the use of a particular fare. Unless otherwise
specified in the fare rule, in order to determine the
minimum group size, two children each paying at least
50 percent of the applicable group fare will be counted
as one member of the group.

However, any such spouse,
dependent children or parents must be
accompanied on the flight by such member,
unless the member has been compelled to
cancel his passage.

(vi) Limitations of solicitation
with respect to the formation of affinity
groups:

(aa) solicitation is limited to personal
letters, circulars and telephone calls
addressed to members of the
organization, to group publications
intended solely for members of the
organization (or for members of the
federation or organization to which the
organization belongs) and to any other
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form of solicitation not defined as
public solicitation in (vii) below.

(bb) solicitation must be effected only by
officials of the organization or
members of the travel group.

(cc) The travel group must not be gathered
directly or indirectly by a person
engaged in soliciting or selling
transportation services or providing or
offering to provide transportation to
the general public. However, the mere
ascertainment of the group fare and/or
its collection from members of the
travel group will not of itself be
considered as engaging in such acts.

(dd) If the organizers of the travel group
employ a travel agent to assist in the
travel arrangements, he must in no way
solicit members of the travel group.
however, after the party to be
transported is formed, the travel agent
may contact members of the group for
the purposes of arranging other travel
services in addition to assisting in
travel arrangements.

(vii) Definition of 'public solicitation'

Public solicitation will be considered to
exist when the group transportation is
described, referred to, announced in
advertisements or any other writing or means
of public communication, whether paid or
unpaid, including but not Tlimited to,
telephone campaigns, radio, telegraph and
television. However, a statement in public
news media other than advertisement, which
could not reasonably be construed as
calculated or 1likely to induce travel as a
member of the travel group and which has not
been initiated by the organization, any
member of the travel group carrier or an
agent or representative of any of them, will
not be considered public solicitation.

(2) pPayment of fares shall be made in any currency
acceptable to the carrier, provided that the
equivalent of the local currency fare is collected
at the bankers' buying rate of exchange in effect
on the date of issuance of the airline
transportation document.

(1) At the passenger's request, carrier will effect a
change in the routing (other than the point of
origin), carrier(s), class(s) of service,
destination, fare or validity specified in an
unused ticket, flight coupon(s) or miscellaneous
charges order by issuing a new ticket or by
endorsing such unused ticket, flight coupon(s) or
miscellaneous charges order, provided that:

sabotage; meteorological conditions or natural
disasters that make the safe operation of the

security threat; airport operation issues; a

requirements. these situations also include
mechanical malfunctions that reduce the safety of

If it is not possible to provide the
compensation before the boarding time of the
flight reserved as part of alternate travel
arrangements, TK will provide the passenger
with a written confirmation of the amount of
the compensation that is owed.

If the arrival of the passenger's flight at
the destination that is indicated on their
original ticket is after the time it was
expected to arrive when the compensation was
paid or confirmed in writing and the amount
that was paid or confirmed no longer reflects
the amount due 1in accordance with the above,
TK will adjust the amount of the compensation
accordingly.

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Rule 87 Denied Boarding Compensationt

The grovisions under Rule 87 are not applicable to flights to/from
Canada.

(A) Definitions

For the purpose of this rule, except as otherwise

specifically provided herein:

airport means:

(1) The airport at which the direct or connecting
flight, on which the passenger holds confirmed
reserved space, is planned to arrive or;

(2) some other airport serving the same metropolitan
area, provided that transportation to the other
airport is accepted (i.e. used) by the passenger.

Alternate transportation is air transportation (by an

airline licensed by the department of transportation)

or other transportation used by the passenger which, at
the time the arrangement is made, is planned to arrive
at the passenger's next scheduled stopover (of 4 hours
or longer) or 1if none, at the airport of final
destination no later than 4 hours after the passenger's
originally scheduled arrival time.

(A) Checked baggage

(1) Nothing contained in this tariff shall entitle a
passenger to have his baggage checked on a journey
for which carrier does not offer facilities for
checking of baggage.

(2) Upon delivery to carrier of the baggage to be
checked, carrier will insert in the ticket the
number of pieces and weight of the checked baggage
(which act shall constitute the issuance of the
baggage check); in addition carrier will issue for
identification purposes only, a baggage (claim)
tag for each piece of baggage so delivered and
covered by the baggage check. A1l checked baggage
must be properly packed in suitcases or similar
containers in order to ensure safe carriage with
ordinary care in handling.

(B) Movement of baggage

Checked baggage will be carried in the same aircraft as

the passenger unless such carriage is deemed

(25 kgs.) gross weight per
passenger for personal use. when such
ammunition is carried, a written declaration

(b) select the most significant carrier, as
determined by IATA resolution 302 and
conditioned by the Canadian transportation
agency, 1in order for that carrier's baggage
rules, as established 1in its tariff, to apply
to the entire interline itinerary.

the carrier identified by means of a) or b) will

be known as the selected carrier.

(2) carry-on baggage
Each operating carrier's carry-on baggage
allowances will apply to each flight segment in an
interline itinerary. Notwithstanding, the
carry-on baggage charges that will apply to the
entire interline itinerary will be those of the
selected carrier.

Baggage rule application by participating carrier

"Airline designator code"

An identification code comprised of two-characters
which is used for commercial and traffic purposes
such as reservations, schedules, timetables,
ticketing, tariffs and airport display systems.
airline designators are assigned by IATA. Wwhen
this code appears on a ticket, it reflects the
carrier that is marketing the flight, which might
be different from the carrier operating the
flight.

"Baggage rules"

The conditions associated with the acceptance of
baggage, services incidental to the transportation
of baggage, allowances and all related charges.
for example, baggage rules may address the
following topics:

. The maximum weight and dimensions of
passenger bags, if applicable, both checked
and unchecked;

The number of checked and unchecked passenger
bags that can be transported and the
applicable charges;

Excess and_oversized baggage charges;

Charges related to check-in, collection and
delivery of checked baggage;

Acceptance and charges related to special
items, e.g. surfboards, pets, bicycles, etc;
Baggage provisions related to prohibited or
unacceptable items, including embargoes;
Terms or conditions that would alter or
impact the baggage allowances and charges
applicable to passengers (e.g. frequent flyer
status, early check-in, pre-purchasing
baggage allowances with a particular credit
card);

Other rules governing treatment of baggage at
stopover points, including passengers subject
to special baggage allowances or charges,
etc.

"Interline agreement":

An agreement between two or more carriers to
co-ordinate the transportation of passengers and
their baggage from the flight of one air carrier
to the flight of another air carrier (through to
the next point of stopover).

"Interline itinerary":

A1l flights reflected on a single ticket involving
multiple air carriers. Only travel on a single
ticket is subject to the agency's approach
provided the origin or the ultimate ticketed
destination is a point 1in Canada.

"Interline travel":

Travel involving multiple air carriers listed on a
single ticket that is purchased via a single
transaction.

"Single ticket":

A document that permits travel from origin to
destination. It may include interline/code-share

846
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and intra-line segments. It may also include
end-to-end combinations (i.e., standalone fares
that can be bought separately but combined
together to form one price).

"Summary page at the end of an online purchase":

A page on a carrier's web site which summarizes
the details of a ticket purchase transaction just
after the passenger has agreed to purchase the
ticket from the carrier and has provided a form of
payment.

"UTtimate ticketed destination":

In situations where a passenger's origin is a
non-Canadian point and the itinerary includes at
least one stop in Canada, as well as at least one
stop outside Canada. 1If the stop in Canada 1is the
farthest checked point and the stop is more than
24 hours, the agency would consider the ultimate
ticketed destination to be Canada.

Carrier definitions (various)

"Down line carrier

Any carrier, other than the selecting carrier, who
is identified as providing interline
transportation to the passenger by virtue of the
passenger's ticket.

"Marketing carrier":

The carrier that sells flights under its code.

"Most significant carrier (MSC)":

is determined by a methodology, established by
IATA (resolution 302), which establishes, for each
portion of a passenger's itinerary where baggage
is checked through to a new stopover point, which
carrier will be performing the most significant
part of the service. For travelers under the
resolution 302 system, the baggage rules of the
MSC will apply. For complex itineraries involving
multiple checked baggage points, there may be more
than one MSC, resulting in the application of
differing baggage rules through an itinerary.

"Most significant carrier (MSC)-IATA resolution 302 as
conditioned by the agency":

In this instance, the MSC is determined by
applying IATA resolution 302 methodology as
conditioned by the agency. The agency's
reservation has stipulated that only a single set
of baggage rules may apply to any given interline
itinerary. The aim of the agency's reservation is
to allow the selecting carrier to use the MSC
methodology to determine which carrier's baggage
rules apply to an international interline
itinerary to or from Canada, while reinforcing the
role of tariffs in the determination of which
carrier's rules apply.

"Operating carrier":

the carrier that operates the actual flight.

"Participating carrier(s)":

includes both the selecting carrier and down Tine
carriers who have been identified as providing
interline transportation to the passenger by
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virtue of the passenger's ticket.

"Selected carrier”:
The carrier whose baggage rules apply to the
entire interline itinerary.

"Selecting carrier":
The carrier whose designator code is identified on
the first segment of the passenger's ticket at the
beginning of an itinerary issued on a single
ticket whose origin or ultimate destination is 1in
Canada.
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Rule 130 Application of Fares

(A) General

(1) where a local and joint fare is specifically
published via the desired routing from point of
origin to point of destination, such fare is
applicable over such route notwithstanding that it
is higher or lower than the combination of
intermediate fares via such routing.

(2) Fares apply only for transportation in the types
of aircraft and their seating configurations as
specified in aircraft type and seating
configuration tariff no. ts-2, issued by airline
tariff publishing company, agent, of the classes
of service and aircraft stated in connection with
fares governed by this tariff.

(B) Round trip fares

When a ticket is purchased before the transportation

commences or is reissued according to rule 90 (refunds

and rerouting), the fare applicable to a round trip
between two (2) points over the lines of one or more
carrier(s) will be:

(1) Wwhen specifically published via the desired
routing, the applicable round trip fare published
by or on behalf of such carrier(s).

(2) Wwhen not specifically published via the desired
routing, the sum of the one way fares applicable
to the respective one way segments or the sum of
the round trip segment fares if these fares are
published.

(C) Ccircle trip fares

Except as provided below, when a ticket is purchased

before the transportation commences or is reissued

according to rule 90 (refunds and rerouting), the fare
applicable to a circle trip via participating carriers
or partly via participating carriers and partly via
other scheduled air carriers and national air taxi
conference members will be for the portion of carriage
via one or more participating carriers as follows: the
sum of 50 percent of the applicable round trip fares
for the respective sections, constructed from the point
of origin via the route of travel that produces the

Towest fare for the circle trip for the class of

service used.

(D) combinability

(1) Fares may be combined for round trip, circle trip
or open jaw travel by using 50 percent of a round
trip normal fare for the outbound portion of
travel, and 50 percent of another round trip
normal fare for the return portion of travel.

(2) Wwhen combining normal fares with other normal
fares the more restrictive rule applies.

(3) Reservations and ticketing time limits apply to
the entire trip.

(4) Minimum/maximum stay provisions apply to the
entire trip.

(5) Time of travel and stopovers apply for each
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segment flown.
(6) promotional fares may not be combined.
(E) Ccircle trip/round trip maximum

If the fare constructed for a routing exceeds the fare

for a circle trip or round trip constructed from the

same point of origin which would include such routing,
the circle trip or round trip fare shall apply.
(F) Construction of fares

When the fare between any two points is not

specifically published via the desired routin%, such

fare shall be constructed by combining those fares,
applicable via the desired routing from the passenger's
point of origin to the passenger's point of
destination, provided travel 1is via the point(s) over
which the fares have been combined, which produces the

Towest fare for the class of service used.

(G) Group requirements

(1) when special group fares are available, the group
must travel together on the same aircraft on all
segments of the trip.

(2) 1In order to secure reservations when booking a
group, a non-refundable deposit of usD 50.00/CAD
58.00 per seat is required to block the group
space.

(3) 60 (sixty) days prior to departure a total of 50
percent of the payment must be on deposit.

(4) Full payment is due no less than 30 (thirty) days
prior to departure.

(5) cancellation fees:

For cancellations within the group received
between 89-61 days prior to outbound departure, a
penalty of usD 50.00/CAD 58.00 per passenger will
be retained.

for cancellations within the group received 60
days or less prior to outbound departure, a
penalty of 50 percent of the gross fare will be
retained.

(6) cancellations within 2 weeks of departure are
non-refundable.

(A) Acceptance of children
Passengers aged 12 years old and older are considered to be adults
for the purpose of air travel and will pay the applicable adult fare.
These passengers will be eligible to travel unaccompanied and
unsupervised.
Passengers under 18 years old are not allowed to accompany
infants/children between 8 days and 12 years old.
(1) Accompanied
Children from ages 2-11 years of age are accepted
for transportation when accompanied on the same
flight and in the same compartment by a passenger
at least 18 years of age or older.
(2) Unaccompanied

Children between the ages of 7 and 11 may be

carried by the airline without a person

accompanying them provided that the airline is

notified in advance and that carriage of

unaccompanied minors 1is confirmed by the airline.

A notification is required for all unaccompanied

minors under the age of 12. Unaccompanied minors must
arrive at the airport at least 2 hours prior to the departure time of
their flight. The parents/guardian

have to provide a written confirmation that the

child is allowed to travel and complete the necessary
documentation that will be provided during the check-in process. For
some countries

special rules apply. Further information can be

obtained through the service centre. The name of

the person co1?ect1ng/1ooking after the child at

the destination Airport must be given at the

check-in desk. The parent/guardian or person

Tooking after the child must wait at the airport

until the departure of the aircraft.

(3) Unaccompanied children between 2-6 years of age (included)
will not accepted for transportation.

when a child between 2-6 years of age (included) cannot travel with
their parent or guardian, an accompanying person can be assigned by
TK upon payment of a full price fare.

Request for an accompanying person must be made at least 48 hours
prior to the departure time of the flight. This request can only be
made by the child person or someone authorized by the parent.

The person bringing the child passenger to the airport and handing
them over to staff must be the child’s parent or a legal guardian,
and must be carrying a notarized document indicating they have the
authority to hand over the child passenger.

An accompanying person assigned by TK can only accompany one child
per flight and will not have any duty during the flight.

Acceptance of infants

" Tracked changes applicable to/from Canada and annotated throughout the entirety of Rule 200 are effective
March 28, 2023 pursuant to Order No. 2021 A-3 of the CTA.
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Infant passengers can only travel accompanied by a guardian.
The guardian must be at least 18 years old and each guardian
can only accompany 1 infant passenger.

Infant passengers travel on the lap of their guardian, with
a special infant safety belt. Guardians can also request a
seat for infant passengers. In this case, infants must have
their own baby baby car seat-style carrier which will be
placed on the aircraft seat. The dimensions of the carrier
must be 40x40 cm. If a seat is requested, a discounted child
ticket will be issued for the infant and there will be no
additional charge for the baby carrier. Baby carriers must
be provided by the guardian.

A guardian can accompany up to one infant on a single
flight. If traveling with more than one infant, an infant
ticket (sitting on the companion’s Tap) will be issued for
the first infant, and a child ticket (paid, in a separate
seat) will be issued for additional infants. Infants sitting
in seats must be in a carrier in order for their seatbelt to
be fastened.

Fares

(1) The fare for infants (children under 2 years old) on all

international routes is 10% of the adult fare.

(2) The fare for children between the ages of 2 and 11 inclusive

is 75% of the adult fare.

(3) All the above mentioned prices are subject to taxes, charges

and fuel surcharge.
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Rule 205 Free and Reduced Rate Transportation for Agents

(A) General agents and general sales agents

a general agents, or a general sales agent, duly

appointed by any one of the participating carriers, and

officials and employees (including members of their
immediate families) of such a general agency, will be
allowed free or reduced fare transportation over the

Tines of one or more of the carriers so represented by

the agent, under the following conditions:

(1) Wwhen transportation is for the purpose of
carrier's business: transportation will be issued
free of charge to the general agent, general
agency officials and employees when such
transportation is on the carrier's business.

(2) Wwhen transportation is for the purpose of
vacation: transportation will be issued free of
charge to the general agent or to general agency
officials or employees (including members of their
immediate families) by the carriers when
transportation is for the purpose of personal
vacation of the general agent or an official or
employee of a general agency, but not to exceed
one trip per person per calendar year:

(3) ETigibility: to be eligible for the reductions
specified above, the general agent, the official
or employee of the general agency must devote all,
or substantially all, of his time to the business
of the carrier, and with respect to subparagraph
(2) above, the appointment of the general agency
must have been in effect continuously for at least
12 months prior to the commencement of the reduced
fare transportation.

(4) Application for fare reductions: 1in order to
obtain the above fare reductions, application must
be made in writing by the general agent or a
senior official of the general agency to the
carrier which is to furnish the transportation.
transportation will not be issued until approval
has been given by an authorized official of the
carrier which is furnishing the transportation.

The term "travel organizer" means a person who,
with the approval and consent of the carrier,
organizes and arranges an advertised group tour
for a group of passengers.

The term "advertised group tour" means a tour
involving a round or circle trip, in whole or in
part on the lines of one or more carriers which is
advertised and described, including descriptive
copy covering hotel accommodations and other
facilities and attractions available at stopover
points included in the tour 1in Tliterature
circulated for the purpose of promoting the sale
of the tour. The cost of the advertised group
tour must be paid in full prior to commencement of
travel. However, special groups such as amateur
or professional groups whose principal purpose of
travel 1is to appear in specific engagements before
the public do not qualify for the "advertised
group tour" as defined herein.

The term "tour conductor" means an individual who
is in charge of or guides the advertised %roup
tour in person, and accompanies a group o
passengers traveling together on an advertised
group tour over all or a portion of their
itinerary for the purpose of supervising the
travel arrangements of and guiding the group.

The term "passenger" means a passenger paying the
adult fare or the equivalent of one adult fare,
such as two half fares.

The term "free or reduced fare transportation"
means transportation issued to a tour conductor
fr$e or at the reduced fare according to this
rule.
